From September 23 year 7 pupils will need to wear a pleated 22inch Skirt, and from September 2024 all year groups will
need to wear a pleated skirt. Pupils will be able to wear plain black ankle socks rather that tights with a pleated skirt.
Skirts must be plain black, not fashion items and not shorter than 1 inch (~ 3 cm) above the knee in length.

They should not contain zips, patches or pockets and must not cling to the body or ride up whilst walking.
